4. The gingerbread submitted may take any shape or form but include a 
carousel theme. Be creative and use candy, frosting, etc 

5. Base does not have to be edible and must not exceed 2 feet in diameter. 
6. Gingerbread creations must be submitted Sunday Morning 12/15 

between the hours of 9:00 am and 10:30 am. 
 
Judging will occur prior to the start of the STROLL which begins at 11:00AM 
on Sunday, December 15th.  
 
Entries need to be picked up after 4:30 pm  Entries are not assured of 
safety while at THE CHURCH  
 
Prize ribbons will be awarded in the child categories and gift cards for teens 
and adults.  A special “Best of Show” monetary award will be the prize this 
year.
